Operator of unit #1 turned back to check on unit #2 ,
who was no longer behind him. Due to snowing didn't
see unit #2 and hit it. Unit #2 was out of gas and
operator was not on it.

While attempting to navigate around a culvert, the
throttle stuck and ski struck the culvert throwing the
operator off. Estimated speed of travel at 25-35 mph.
Required surgery for injuries.

Hit a snow covered culvert causing operator to lose
control of sled, then hitting a utility pole. Operator
was thrown into ditch.

Operator was traveling at a high speed and went
airborne over a waterway ditch colliding with a
opposite side. Operator and passenger was thrown
from snowmobile. Passenger's injuries resulted in the
fatality.

Riders were operating sled in a plowed field. Both
riders were thrown off and rolled the snowmobile
when they hit a rough spot in the field. Operator was
illegally operating the snowmobile.

Failure to navigate a curve, the snowmobile collided
with a sapling causing the sled to overturn and pin the
rider underneath.

Driver was operating sled with a small youth sitting in
front of her. While driving up her driveway, the
throttle was pushed causing a collision with her
neighbor's house.

While cruising on sled, front ski got stuck in frozen
mud hole. Operator was thrown off the snowmobile
and landed on his back.

Operator was travel on a frozen river when he
observed a caution sign and panicked. He slammed on
the brakes as he was turning and the snowmmobile
rolled over.

While cruising at 40-50mph operator hit a raised field
entrance road, causing the snowmobile to ramp up.
Operator was thrown from sled.

Operator encounter a field ditch and was thrown from
his snowmobile. Unfamiliar with area.

While cruising in an open field snowmobile struck an
uneven part of the field and the operator lost control
and crash.

While traveling at an excessive speed the snowmobile
operator approached a private drive crossing. At the
same time a vehicle pulled into the drive, resulting in a
collision. Both drivers were seriously injuried.

While cruising on a frozen river operator approached a
low overhead bridge. Operator went up an
embankment as he passed under the bridge, striking
his head on the bridge.

Operator #1 fell off snowmobile when operating over a
steep embankment. Operator # 2 could not see operator #1
when he went up the embankment and struck him with the
snowmobile.

While attempting to cross a snow bank, operator stuck
his foot out which hit and broke his leg.

Traveling at an excessive speed, 100-120mph, hit a
safetycable above a Dam. Operator was thrown from
sled and both landed in the water.
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
