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Blanding’s turtle may be found in the northern one-half of Illinois. It lives in 
marshes, bogs, lakes and streams. This reptile prefers aquatic habitats with 
much vegetation and a mud bottom. Blanding’s turtle eats crayfish, insects, 
frogs, snails, berries and plants. This turtle may live for more than 70 years.
