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motor limit is 10 hp. A concession stand sells fishing

bait near the boat dock area.

Camping

Two Class BE campgrounds provide the overnight visitor
with necessary amenities in a shady, secluded section
of the park. These campsites have electricity and a san-
itary dump station. One has a playground close by for
small children. There are also tent and group camping
areas, including 2 handicapped-accessible pads in both
campgrounds.
